“Shipyard” is defined as a floating or land-based facility with the essential features of waterfront, turning basin, berthing and
docking facility, slipways and/or ship lifts, and which is self sufficient for carrying on shipbuilding/repair/breaking activities.

"Logistics Infrastructure means and includes Multimodal Logistics Park comprising Inland Container Depot (ICD) with minimum
investment of Rs 50 crore and minimum area of 10 acre, Cold Chain Facility with minimum investment of Rs 15 crore and mini-
mum area of 20,000 sft, and/or Warehousing Facility with investment of minimum Rs 25 crore and minimum area of 1 lakh sq ft.

Includes strategic storage of crude oil.

Includes city gas distribution network.

Includes optic fibre/wire/cable networks which provide broadband / Internet.
